Asthis
text iswritten with this year in mind and | did not have a copy of it till the students got theirs. |
have read two other versions of the text and that is how | selected it. The reading assignments
will be posted as soon.  The website also lists suggested readings that should be read to
supplement the main text.

The classroom has thirty computersin it, which | wrote a grant to provide my students with
computer access to Word 2007 and the Internet. There are rules they must follow to be ableto
use them but they do not have to use them every day if they do not wish to word process their
work. The students may e-mail their assignments to me from home to the Angel Network and |
have a yahoo account for them to use even if they do not have an e-mail account.

The syllabus should answer the major questions you might have about the course. Each student
has a copy of the syllabus and it is on the web site. The course is designed to introduce the AICE
student to writing, researching, and thinking. The course is centered on a portfolio, projects, and
essay writing.

The student needs no special materials for the class.

There after school seminars to review material and assist in writing skills. They are scheduled
throughout the year. They are one hour long and are highly recommended. These seminars will
give students that extra edge to be successful on an AICE course.
