The assignment will be graded on you selection of important information.  Make 

sure to cite your sources.  20 pts. 

 

7. CHART – Create a chart or graph of US unemployment figures for the 20s and 30s 

(all twenty years) and then create a second chart or graph of the US unemployment 

figures for the 90s through today.  Make sure to cite your sources.  After you create 

the charts or graphs then write a paragraph about what your figures say about 

these two time periods and compare the data you have found.  30 pts.
