To better understand ways to prevent
cancer, the American Cancer Society's Dept of Epidemiology and Surveillance Research
is looking to recruit 500,000 adults from across the United States and Puerto Rico for a
new research study. It is called our Cancer Prevention Study-3 (CPS-3). This study will
help us better understand the genetic, environmental, and lifestyle factors that cause or
prevent cancer and ultimately, eliminating cancer as a major health concern.

Central Sarasota is
only 1 in 14 Relays in the whole state of Florida (366 Relays) to be allowed this
opportunity.

In order to participate, you
need to be between the ages of 30-65, never been diagnosed with cancer and commit to
the long-term study.
