1.  Create a list ‐ List and then define two domestic ideas or policies of 
George H.W. Bush, Clinton, & George W. Bush.

2. Create a List ‐ List and then define two problems encountered by each 
administration.  List the Presidents name and the two problems.    12 pts. 

3. Create a List ‐ List 28 items of popular culture for the period 1990‐ 2010 ( 4 
people or important events in sports, 4 new ideas in fashion, 4 new fads, 
4 popular toys, 4 new people in music, 4 new words of slang, 4 new 
technologies, 4 things from the 20th century you have never seen ).  
Remember to cite your sources.  30 pts. 

4. Lecture ‐ Lecture on First Gulf War and the long lasting effects.    Take 
notes.  20 pts. 

5. Video – Watch the video Hotel Rwanda or The Gulf War– After watching 
the video write a thematic historical essay.  It must be correctly APA cited.  
30 pts.    

6. Create a twenty question questionnaire on 911 and terrorism.  Ask 5 
children under ten, 5 people your age, 5 people between the age of 18 
and 30, and 5 people over thirty.  Record the results in a graph.  Write a 
paragraph analyzing your results.  50 pts.  ( you cannot ask me) 

7. Create a Graphic Organizer – Create two graphic organizers for the foreign 
policies of Presidents Clinton & Bush,   The center should be the Foreign 
Policy Statement of the president and there should be four branches that 
describe the actions they took in foreign policy.  20 pts. 

8. Lecture – Lecture on terrorism and its effects.  20 pts. 
9. Chart – Copy the 2nd and 3rd columns of the chart on p. 1038   10 pts.
