Topics for Projects 

1. *List reasons why you choose the topic – methods described (2 Paragraphs)   10 pts. 
2. *Project plan – who does what   10 pts. 
3. *Evaluation Plan for group and filled out plan   10 pts. 
4. *Project Outcome – proposed result and conclusion (two paragraphs)  10 pts. 
5. * Create an annotated bibliography on the topic (must include 10 sources)  20 pts. 
6. Select ten images that promote or explain your topic.  10 pts. 
7. Select and define ten words that are important to your topic.  10 pts. 
8. Create or copy four charts or graphs that address your topic.  20 pts. 
9. Outline a chapter in the text  2 page  20 pts 
10. List ten collection of statistics that support your topic  20 pts.  
11. Create or copy a map that geographically displays your topic information.  If you find more than 

one include it.  20 pts. 
12. Write a letter or long e-mail to support your position on the topic.  20 pts. 
13. Notes on lectures (3) on the topic.  30 pts.  
14. Read an interview from an expert on the topic or an article that is pro or con to your point of 

view and create a two page fact sheet (must include citation)  20 pts. 
15. Select a video on the topic and watch it.  Write a summary of the video explaining the major 

points discussed.  20 pts. 
16. Take a survey on how people feel about the topic.  Ten questions from ten people.  Discuss the 

results. 
17. Create a ranking of the problem for yourself (include ten items in the ranking)  10 pts. 
18. Write a twenty line rap on the topic.  20 pts. 
19. Collect and record ten web pages (URLS) about your topic.  10 pts. 
20. Create a face book page on your topic and record how many hits you got.  20-30 pts. 
21. Create a chart of cause and effect for the topic (it must include twenty items)  20 pts. 
22. Find an image that embodies your feelings on this topic   5 pts. 
23. Collect ten poems, or ten songs, or ten photographs/paintings that represent your topic   20 pts. 
24. Write a persuasive historical essay on your topics.  20 -30 pts. 
25. Write a descriptive essay on the essentials of your topic. 20 pts. 
26. Create a crossword puzzle on the topic.  10-20 pts. 
27. Create a collage on the topics with ten words and ten images.  20 pts. 
28. Watch a video, television show, or U-Tube on your topic summarize in a paragraph and name 

URL or title  20 pts. 
29. Create a fictional journal or story on this topic.  20-30 pts. 



30. Create felt board on the topic  20-30 pts. 
31. Create a scrapbook of articles, pictures, articles on your topic  20-50 pts.
